Annual Report, September 2005 - July 2006

GOALS:

At the State Executive Committee meeting on August 26, 2005, the
committee determined the goals we would attempt to achieve by the
time of the state convention on June 10, 2006. As with any business
or organization, it is important to set goals and measure ourselves.
Below are the results:

1. GOAL: Fill every statewide race with a Libertarian candidate.

RESULT: We filled almost every statewide race with a candidate.
We only missed placing a candidate on the court of criminal
appeals. Because of this, we are assured of a place on the
ballot in 2008 without the agony of a ballot access drive.

2. GOAL: Place candidates in at least 10 state legislature races
to oust the incumbent.

RESULT: Thanks to our excellent recruiting effort and all the
candidates who filed, we have a large group of Libertarians on
the ballot for the state legislature. Many of these legislative
races are in districts with narrow margins. We stand a chance
of being credited for costing several incumbent politicians
their jobs.

3. GOAL: Achieve $3,000 per month in recurring gifts.

RESULT: We have just exceeded our monthly revenue goal of
$3,000 per month. This has enabled us to replace the revenue
that no longer comes from the national headquarters. We hope to
build upon these results to make aggressive efforts to grow our
party.
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4. GOAL: Achieve 75 recurring donors

RESULT: We now have over 100 people that donate every month to
our party. This greatly helps our ability to budget and
forecast our revenue.

5. GOAL: Have one organized county in every state Senatorial
District

RESULT: Currently we have fallen one short of this goal as El
Paso no longer has a county chair.

In conclusion, we have met three of our goals, and narrowly fell
short on two of our goals.

OTHER ACCOMPLISHMENTS:

In addition to the goals we set, we also achieved the following:

6. We had another election victory in a municipal race. Kevin
Anderson was elected to city council in Anna. We now have four
Libertarians in municipal office working to protect property
owners from eminent domain abuse, lower the tax burden, and
protect the rights and property of the residents:

Patrick Dixon: City Council, Lago Vista
Dave Mason: Board of Adjustment, Carrollton

FINANCES:

We file our financial reports with the Texas Ethics Commission,
which are public record. Our treasurer Geoff Neale has done an
excellent job of producing detailed reports using Quickbooks to
track our finances. As of July 31, our assets total $16,530.94.
